        After the Governor introduced the proposed biennial budget in December 2019,
legislators held a series of public hearings around the state to receive feedback. During the
current General Assembly Session (January 9 - March 2, 2020), legislators will amend the
proposed budget bill to add, modify, endorse or delete items in the budget.   Through the
legislative process, eventually, one budget, agreed upon by the House and Senate will go to
the Governor for his signature.
